2009 Weekly Scripture Reflection
Week 1: 1/5-1/11


Instructions

For each day of the week:

1. READ. Read the assigned text daily throughout the week. You may use the commentary and DT questions to help you understand the text or to engage it more deeply. For a list of assigned texts, go to http://www.gracepointaustin.org/scripture_reflection.php . 

2. REMEMBER: Choose a verse or a passage and memorize/review it.

3. REFLECT: Write an entry in your journal.  You may use the journaling questions below to provide guidance for this time.

· Write a reflection based on the passage you memorized.  What does this verse say about God? About me? What lesson can I learn from this passage? How does it apply to my life today?

· In what way does the text this week provide perspective or clarity to an issue or situation I am going through?

· How does this passage provide hope regarding an anxiety or struggle I am facing?

· How does this passage alter my view on other people? What does this passage teach me about how to relate to others?

· What promise is there to claim? What does this passage show me about how I should approach God?

· Does this passage bring to light any unconfessed or unexposed sins in my life?  If so, then write a prayer of confession.

· Write a prayer of adoration or gratitude to God based on the passage

· How does this week’s text address proper Biblical value system regarding the people, possessions and purpose of my life?

· What does this passage say about how God views me?

4. PRAYER: Spend some time in prayer. (e.g., surrendering this new day to God, thanking Him for specific things, repenting of sins needing Christ's forgiveness & cleansing, committing to do what God would want specifically, etc.)
Genesis 4

 1 Adam lay with his wife Eve, and she became pregnant and gave birth to Cain. She said, "With the help of the LORD I have brought forth a man." 2 Later she gave birth to his brother Abel. 

      Now Abel kept flocks, and Cain worked the soil. 3 In the course of time Cain brought some of the fruits of the soil as an offering to the LORD. 4 But Abel brought fat portions from some of the firstborn of his flock. The LORD looked with favor on Abel and his offering, 5 but on Cain and his offering he did not look with favor. So Cain was very angry, and his face was downcast.

 6 Then the LORD said to Cain, "Why are you angry? Why is your face downcast? 7 If you do what is right, will you not be accepted? But if you do not do what is right, sin is crouching at your door; it desires to have you, but you must master it."

 8 Now Cain said to his brother Abel, "Let's go out to the field." And while they were in the field, Cain attacked his brother Abel and killed him.

 9 Then the LORD said to Cain, "Where is your brother Abel?" 

       "I don't know," he replied. "Am I my brother's keeper?"

 10 The LORD said, "What have you done? Listen! Your brother's blood cries out to me from the ground. 11 Now you are under a curse and driven from the ground, which opened its mouth to receive your brother's blood from your hand. 12 When you work the ground, it will no longer yield its crops for you. You will be a restless wanderer on the earth."

 13 Cain said to the LORD, "My punishment is more than I can bear. 14 Today you are driving me from the land, and I will be hidden from your presence; I will be a restless wanderer on the earth, and whoever finds me will kill me."

 15 But the LORD said to him, "Not so; if anyone kills Cain, he will suffer vengeance seven times over." Then the LORD put a mark on Cain so that no one who found him would kill him. 16 So Cain went out from the LORD's presence and lived in the land of Nod, east of Eden.

 17 Cain lay with his wife, and she became pregnant and gave birth to Enoch. Cain was then building a city, and he named it after his son Enoch. 18 To Enoch was born Irad, and Irad was the father of Mehujael, and Mehujael was the father of Methushael, and Methushael was the father of Lamech.

 19 Lamech married two women, one named Adah and the other Zillah. 20 Adah gave birth to Jabal; he was the father of those who live in tents and raise livestock. 21 His brother's name was Jubal; he was the father of all who play the harp and flute. 22 Zillah also had a son, Tubal-Cain, who forged all kinds of tools out of bronze and iron. Tubal-Cain's sister was Naamah.

 23 Lamech said to his wives, 

        "Adah and Zillah, listen to me; 

        wives of Lamech, hear my words. 

        I have killed a man for wounding me, 

        a young man for injuring me.

 24 If Cain is avenged seven times, 

        then Lamech seventy-seven times."

 25 Adam lay with his wife again, and she gave birth to a son and named him Seth, saying, "God has granted me another child in place of Abel, since Cain killed him." 26 Seth also had a son, and he named him Enosh. 

       At that time men began to call on the name of the LORD.
Genesis 4 – Commentary

vv. 2-5  On the face of it, and without probing further, it all seems rather unfair.  It may even be this unfairness that the author wants to highlight.  Life is unfair!  Some people prosper and others do not.  […]  From our partial human perspective it all seems rather arbitrary, if not capricious.  But – and this is perhaps the question which Genesis is wanting to pose – is not God free to act as he wills without asking our permission?  Cain has no rights over God.  No one has rights over God.  Only God is in a position to know what is fair – or rather, to say why things are as they are, fair or unfair.  In his sovereign wisdom, he chose Abel’s sacrifice, just as in his sovereign wisdom he chose the Hebrews to be his people, not because of anything they had done, but simply because he loves.  […]

The people of God are who they are not because of works, but only because of God’s grace.  Faith has to live with what seems to us as unfairnesses, and leave some uncertainties unresolved, within the mystery of God’s gracious providence.
  

It is tempting to read into the differing offerings some suggestion that one contained blood and was therefore acceptable and the other did not and was therefore unacceptable.  But the text gives no indication of this but rather stresses the fact that the person offering was acceptable or unacceptable, leading us to believe that God was looking on the heart – the attitude of the worshiper – rather than at the specifics of his offering.  Even in worship man is capable of deviant behavior and attitudes.

Abel brought the firstlings of his flock and of their fat portions (4:4). […]  So this may be a pointer that Abel was offering his best – and the best of his best.  His was an offering of consecration, a sacrifice that was costly to him.  Cain, however, just brought what was nearest to hand.  […]

Notice that he [Cain] is not blamed for bringing his offering.  Nor is he blamed for getting it wrong!  […] What is blameworthy is his angry reaction to the Lord’s response.  […] And his anger towards God is then transferred into jealousy toward Abel.
  

Jealousy and fear can serve as the fuel for a most destructive ‘system’ in which personal value gets lost, any chance of re-establishing friendly relationships is rapidly reduced, and human sensitivities get trodden on.  This is the destructive power of ‘the world’ – human relationships organized without reference to God.

vv. 10-11  Blood and life belong to God.  To shed another’s life is to take from that person something which belongs to God.  […]  And here the blood of Abel ‘cries out’ to be avenged.  To say this is to emphasize that Abel’s blood was God’s property – that God is the guardian and protector of al life.  Cain should not have taken it.
  

vv. 13-24  The way of Cain leads to the land of ‘restlessness’ (4:16).  There is no peace for human beings unless they can discover the freedom of living within the providence of God, can see their lies as the focus of his care, and believe that their highest good is found in living under his will.  […]

But when, as with Cain, we are separated from God, our world is one of constantly searching anxiety.  For in him is our satisfaction.  Anywhere else, as Augustine said, our hearts are restless until they rest in God.

To speak of Cain’s restlessness is by no means to say that all Cain’s life is valueless.  Not at all.  In his restlessness he is active and creative.  […]  Even in the land of restlessness, there is culture, there is art.  Surprisingly, it is through Cain the homeless, the fugitive, the prodigal, that God’s commission to his people to work and to subdue creation begins to be established.  

And perhaps this is part of the meaning of the mark God put upon Cain (4:15).  This is a mark not of divine judgment but of divine protection, divine restraint.  It is given lest vengeance should get out of hand.  God does not abandon Cain, but places him under a protective shield.  The law of retaliation will not have the last word.  […] The mark on Cain is not a protection that removes all homesickness, but it does prevent the full fore of evil power from exercising its destructiveness.  […]

But, sadly, that is not the whole story.  All this positive good has to be set in the context of decay.  For, though Cain is protected by God, he still seeks security outside God.  Another aspect to his building a city is seen in the symbol of the city as a man-made security in the land of restlessness…instead of returning to the place of divine pleasure, Cain substitutes his own security for that which comes from God. […] 

In Genesis 4, Lamech is singled out for comment.  As Kidner remarks on verse 24, ‘Lamech’s taunt-song reveals the swift progress of sin.  Where Cain had succumbed to it, Lamech exults in it.’  Lamech is going far beyond the divinely given boundary which applied to Cain.  Lamech stands for one among many in these chapters who tries to break the bounds which God has laid down.  In him the law of retaliation reigns supreme.
